St. Martin’s in Des Plaines, IL receives MOP 
Grant for newly formed Preschool Program.

St.. Martin’s is a small to medium sized Episcopal 
church in an older suburb of Chicago.  The parish has 
a tradition of strong Christian formation programs for 
children, but by 2009 there was only one Sunday 
School class, which was increasingly geared to older 
school-aged children.  
 
The parish decided to begin a new Sunday School 
class aimed at young children.  Godly Play, the 
popular Montessori-based curriculum, was selected. 
The parish leadership was excited about the way that 
the program draws children into a relationship with 
God in a very engaging way, using stories illustrated 
with manipulative objects that the children can then 
play with in a way that children naturally learn and 
develop, and encouraging them to wonder about the 
meaning of the stories for them.   
 
Several parishioners volunteered to assemble a Godly 
Play room and learn to be teachers.  With the help of 
a grant from the Diocese of Chicago Congregations 
Commission, we were able to send two teachers to 
intensive training. With the Church Periodical Club 
MOP grant, we were able to procure about 75% of 
the materials needed for Godly Play.  
    
St. Martin’s now has a strong Sunday School 
program for preschool through grade 5 .  It could not 
have been done without the support of the wider 
church, from the diocese and the  Church Periodical 
Club.

 Diocese of Fond du Loc 
and the Diocese of Costa Rica

In 2007, St. Peter’s Ripon initiated an exchange 
between their parish and that of Cristo Resucitado in 
Heredia, Costa Rica.  This mission effort has been 
very fruitful in the last two years.  Fr. Jorge Urrutia, 
the priest from Cristo Resucitado, celebrated Mass in 
Spanish and now there is a Santa Eucaristia at St. 
Peter’s every Sunday with a growing congregation of 
Spanish-speakers.  This past summer Fr. Tom 
McAlpine, the rector of St. Peter’s and others 
organized the first Godly Play training workshop  in 
Costa Rica.  People from seven of the Episcopal 
congregations attended and now Jugar Junto a Dios 
(Godly Play) is the Christian Education program for 
children in the diocese.  This mission exchange 
between St. Peter’s and Cristo Resucitado continues 
to bear fruit for our Lord and His Church. 
   

This year the Bishop of Costa Rica asked me to 
search out  Spanish language resources for his clergy 
and lay readers. Thanks to the generosity of the 
Church Periodical Club in our diocese, I personally 
hand-delivered in January, twelve study guides of the  
commentary on Luke’s Gospel from the series 
Conozca su Biblia to Bishop Monterosso.  He was 
pleased to receive the Spanish language books and 
will make them available to the clergy, seminarians 
as well as to the fourteen new people in the 
ordination process.  We  also provided for a year’s 
subscription to Dia a Dia (Forward Day by Day).  
 
I also told him about the Miles of Pennies fund and 
the possibilities of a grant for Godly Play materials.  I 
have made presentations in many congregations in 
my diocese about the work in Costa Rica and have 
pointed out CPC’s role and the fact that those who 
were at our diocesan convention contributed by 
putting their coins in the CPC boxes. 
  
 Many thanks to the Church Periodical Club and our 
diocesan director, Karen Powers, for making it 
possible for all the people of the Diocese of Fond du 
Loc to participate in this exchange with our fellow 
Episcopalians in Costa Rica.                     



NATIONAL BOOKS  FUND  
 
Have you ever thought of a wonderful new 
program to meet a need in your community if 
you only had the funds to start it?

The NBF helps to promote the Church Periodical 
Club’s ministry by providing grants for books, 
magazines, audio/video materials and computer 
software.

You, as an individual or a group, may choose to 
allocate your CPC gift to a particular recipient. 
You may even choose a recipient and then raise 
funds with their story in mind.   Of the forty-five 
grant applications received to date for 2010, only 
four are for domestic programs, including: 
   
Diocese of Vermont:  encouraging others to live 
out mission and ministry in their daily lives 
through use of a DVD, to be created by 
congregations within the diocese sharing their 
personal stores.   
Grace Church  of  Francisville, LA:  purchase 
of twenty “Celebration of Life” hymnals for an 
established nursing home ministry.   
Diocese of Oklahoma:  purchase of BCP’s and 
NSRV Bibles with the Apocrypha  to continue 
prison ministry. 
Domestic Seminaries:  purchase of textbooks for 
seminarians

�  our favorite toppings include butter, sour 
cream, bacon bits,  creamed broccoli, salsa, 
diced green onions, shredded cheese, chili 
(no beans)
